The first thing coming to many pecple’s minds may be a picture
of four generations under one roof A white-bearded, bald-
headed and hunchbacked great-grandfather leads five or so
grandfathers, tens of fathers and dozens of children.

However, it's difficult to find such a big roof in China’s cities
today.

The past century has witnessed tremendous changes in the
urban family.

According to three surveys carmed cut by the Chinese Academy
of Social Sciences in 1982, 1993 and 1997, more than half of

urban families in China are "core families”, consisting of a father,

a mother and a child.

Only 2 percent were of the "four-generation” kind in 1982 and
